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I'SE SO GLAD LORD!

T WAS just as spontaneous as could be and enthusi-

astically uttered by a pentecostal coloured preacher. 1
was at his side as he said it and maybe that's why it im-
pressed me so. He said it repeatedly : *“ I'se so glad Lord ! ™
it was testimony time in that meeting. A friend and myself
were the only two white people present. There was no
waiting, no lag, no fear, no hesilancy ; everyone seemed
to be testifying in their turn and everyone had a song . . .
a spiritual song'! There were no hymn books and no
clock ! Time didn't seem to matter {the service lasted for
four hours). Everybody was happy! Happy in the Lord,
and the whole thing seemed to be summed up in the oft-
repeated and wonderfully timed ejaculation of that rejoic-
ing pastor : “ I'se so glad Lord, Yes Lord, I'se so glad!™

That night as I retired I seemed to hear again the vibrant
minor chords of the great Hammond Organ in absolute
harmony with the grand piano sitting opposite. I saw
afresh the great sea of black faces loocking upward; I
seemed to hear the rhythmic hand-ctapping and the volume
of responsive praise to the Lord, as I delivered to them the
stimpie message that the Lord had laid on my heart that
night. As I unwillingly surrendered to the strong hand of
Sleep I thought I heard somewhere in the distance a
coloured preacher saying: * I'se so glad Lord, Yes I'se so
glad!™

As I reflect upon the incident today I have strong reason
to betieve that my coloured brother was quite right. He was
truly glad. I was glad. We were all glad that night. What
was it that made us glad ? What is it that makes every
Christian glad ? Let John Bunyan tell us. * Now I saw in
my dream that the highway up which Christian went was
fenced on either side with a wall and that wall is called
Salvation. Up this way therefore did Christian run, but
not without preat difficulty, because of the load on his
back. So I saw in my dream, that just as Christian came
up to the Cross his burden loosed from off his shoulders
and fell from off his back. THEN Christian gave three
leaps for joy and went on singing ;

Thus far did I come loaden with my sin ;

Nor could ought ease the grief that I was in

Till I came hither : What a place is thig !

Must here be the beginning of my bliss ?

Must here the burden fall from off my back ?
Must here the strings that bound it to me, crack ?
Blest Cross ! Blest Sepulchre ! blest rather be
The man that there was put to shame for me !

John has recorded that after a time of fear and fretting
among the troubled disciples, that Jesus appeared to them.
Having confirmed to them His aclual presence and spoken
peace to their hearls, THEN were the disciples glad. It
is the presence of the Lord that makes all the difference. In
the Book of Bsther the writer plainly tells us that after
the subtle attempts to ohliterate God’s people, a higher

hand took conirol and as & result the Jews had light and
gladness and joy and honour.

Salvation from the thraldom of sin. Cleansing through
the blood of the Lamb. Peace in a world of seething unrest.
Hope for time and eternity, Heaven and home! These
things are the glorious outcome of simple faith in Jesus.
Sins forgiven! Grace to keep us from falling ! The Word
of God to instruct vs, comfort and guide us, The Lord
hath done great things for us whereof we are glad !

There is a temporal and seasonal pleasure to be found
by pursuing worldly amusements, but we would underline
the fact of its dependability upon circumstances and ils
aptness to splutter out at the most undesirable moment.
Unlike the joy of the Lord, it has no lasting guaraniee
and is not always available at the required moment. The
joy of the Lord js eternal and need not be obliterated by any
circumstance. The joy of the world resembles a torrent
After a glut of rain you have a torrent come rolling along
with noise and violence, overflowing its banks, and bear-
ing all before it; yet it is but muddy and impure water,
and it is soon gone and dried up; such is all the joy this
world can give : it makes a great noise and is commonly
immoderate and swells beyond its due bounds. Jt is but a
muddy and impure joy which rolls away leaving nothing
behind it but a drought in the soul. It is gross folly to lay
out our best love upon that which cannot repay us with
the best joy.

The joy of the Lord is our strength for every battle.
The early disciples in the midst of persecution and in
danger of their lives rejoiced that they were counted worthy
to suffer shame for His Name. Gladness is and always will
be the testifying factor in Christian living. Paul instrucled
his converts to rejoice in the Lord and be glad. We have
great joy and peace in believing.

We are not altogether amazed that Christian gave three
leaps for joy and we can well understand the disciples
being glad when they saw the Lord. And to my coloured
brother far across the sea, we raise a hearty “ Amen,” and
join with him in saying: “ Yes Lord, we are glad.”

I feel somehow that somewhere beyond the blue there is
a numberless multitude whose robes have been washed in
the blood of the Lamb and with uplifted eyes and full-
throated praise they, too, are saying to the Lord in a most
intimate manner : “ Yes Lord, I’se so glad!”

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THE THIRST-SMITTEN SOUL

““ As the hart pantelh for the water brooks, so

ERHAPS there is nothing that gladdens and gratifies

the heart of God more than the hungry heart of His
children, hearts that cry out for Him above all else, and
in which the sovereign desire is io flease Him, hearts
which lay the kingdom of desire at His feet. The cry for
God eventually becoming so insistent that every other rival
thing goes down before this all-consuming and all-conquering
passion to possess and be possessed by Him.

S0 intense is the Psalmist’s longing for the Eternal that
he can find no more graphic figure expressive of that
passionate craving which burns within him than that of
. the hart panting for the water brooks. Driven by desperate
desire it seeks that which will satisfy ; so great aand
imperative is the demand that it must drink or die—there
is no alternative, that burning thirst must be quenched—
water must be found.

It is this Spirit-created cry for God which is the fore-
runner of all great spiritual experience ; this resistless urge
within the soul to enter into intimate and vital fellowship
with Him. An ambition which dominates and directs the
life, making every other rival ambition go down before
this over-riding force, like the ripening corn bends before
the wind, so this great passion sweeps on its all prevailing
course,

Such a hunger glorifies the life it governs, lifting it out
of the backwater of small-mindedness and self-centredness,
launching it upon a sea of Divine discovery and self-
revelation, for it is only in that measure that we find
God, we can find and know ourselves, and as we- come
to see ourselves in God, so we see God in ourselves.

As the heights of Everest exercised such an irresistible
influence and undeniable challenge to those intrepid ex-
plorers, so they gave themselves unreservediy to its con-
quest and to the discovery of its secrets. So do those who
come under the speil of this great spiritual challenge find
themselves yielding to it to the utmost limit of their powers,
In splendid abandonment, throwing all of themselves
almost recklessly into the gieat and uoble venture of faith
—ready to sacrifice all in their quest of all ; less than the
utmost can never satisfy the soul who has once really
heard the call and caught the vision of the Christ and
yielded to the mighty constraint of His love,

Thirst after God is a sign of the soul’s growth in grace.
The deeper we go in Him, the greater becomes the soul's
asgpiration and absorption. Qur cry after Him is the echo
and response of our hearts to the ery which is in His heart
for us. Deep calling unto deep. We seek because we are
sought, we find because we are found, we conguer because
we are conquered, we possess because we are possessed-—

* Thus wholly mastered and possessed by God,
Forth from my lifc, spontaneous and free,

Shall Aow a stream of tenderness and grace—
Loving, because God loved, eternally.”

panteth my soul after Thee, O God '’ (Psa. xlii. 1).

1 recollect some years ago reading of the man in whose
heart was such intense desire, that he came to be known
among his fellows as “The man of the hungry heart”
Blessed indeed are those who may thus be described.
Whose life is crowned with this noble thraldom,

“So pants my soul for Thee.” Thus, when in communion
with God, the soul exercises its highest and holiest function
and at the same time wields its widest spiritual influence.
It is the highest privilege of the redeemed nature to enter
into this intimate intercourse with the Eternal—this fellow-
ship * within the veil” of priestly communion possesses
an accumulative value and effect, ever in greater measure
the soul partakes of the Divine nature, and being frans-
formed into the Divine image, for the fuller our response
to God, the more rapid the change which is wrought
within the life. 'Tis then that the soul comes forth from
the chamber of converse with its Lord, bedewed with the
efficacy and energy of communjon.

We can never reach the point of satiation in the up-
reach of the soul; spiritual desire is ever in advance of
experience ; and yet it is the sequel to experience. lo one
sense the enfargement of vision is the stimulant of desire.
Whilst surrender is maintained, the unveiking of the
thought of God is continuous. Thus the soul advances fo
the uitimate goal of perfection in Christ, God’s goal bemg
full and unhindered possession of the redeemed life, and
the creation of this God-hunger is the means to that
sublime end.

* Who gives our hearls enough to make them long for
more . . .” It is this keen Jonging for deeper union with
God which has inspired many of the great hymas of the
Christian Church. They reflect in poetic terms the intense
and insatiable desire for greater knowledge of God—the
out-going of the soul after the Infinite and Eternal. As
the flower thirsts for the rain and the sun; as the bird
[ongs for the freedom of the air; as the babe cries for
the breast of its mother, and as the exile’s heart yearns
and ever locks for the homeland, so that hunger-smitten
soul craves for the encircling and overshadowing Presence
of God. The life’s course is set Godward and ever moves
towards that poal. There may be delays and deviations
and many a cross-current, but sooner or later the soul
returns to its true attraction in its Lord and Master.

‘* How sweet the thoughi that we may give to God the

very thing His heart desires,

That in the act of worship we may reach the highest
height to which the heart aspires,

Thal thus in quiet yieldedness the springs of God
within the soul may rise,

Whilst prostrate in the presence of Eternal Light in
adoration lost it lies,

All life’s discordant notes now harmonised with God's
great symphony of love and grace,

The soul at Fast has found its home within the glory-
light of God, a place,”

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This Frightening World

No one who reads the newspapers or listens to the radio
news can help feeling Lhat we are living in a frightening
ape. The detonation of the H-bomb over Bikini by the
U.8.A. scientists loosed off much more power Lhan was
expected, Fish, landed by a ship two hundred and twenty
miles from Lhe central point of the explosion, were still
radio-active when landed later in Japan. Radio-active coral
dust thrown up by the explosion fell on the crew in a vessel
eighty miles away.

Where will this latest discovery of latent power lead us ?
It certainly is a frightening matter. All the displays of
power of the past pale into insignificance before this new
weapon. Some think that this terrific power in the hands
of men will prevent a Third World War. But some of us
think that Lhis is merely wishful thinking. Evil men are
waXing worse and worse, and if evil men get this power
into their hands, without the stabilising power of the
Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ, God only knows where
we shall end.

There is one comforling thought to the believer. The
prophecies relating to the Advent of our Lord show Him
to be King of all the world, with His capital in Jerusalem,
and shows that until He comes, and for at least a thousand
years of His reign, daily conditions, seasonal harvest, cold
and heat and summer and winter will continue.

So—with all the madness of men, they will not blast this
world into disintegration, nor blot out its population. They
may let loose hell in atl its fury, but let us remember the
words of Jesus: “ All power is given unto Me, in heaven
and in earth.* No man or set of men can wrest power from
His grasp. The mail-pierced hands still hold a controlling
interest in the affairs of man in this tottering world. It is
still true that “ by Him all things consist (cohere).”

Youth Conference at Cardiff

Nothing like this has ever before been contemplated for
Wales, but it was a great success. Leaders of Crusaders,
Cadets and Sunshine Corner, and Sunday School officials,
came to Cardiff from all parts of South Wales for the first
Youth Luncheon Conference. After the Districit Superin-
tendent had welcomed the Elim Youth Committee and
delegates, the Conference opened and over 175 people
concentrated on the affairs of Youth work.

Pastor Tom Walker was the first to address the Con-
ference. *How to inaugurate and maintain a Junior
Crusader Branch” was his topic. “ The Junior Crusader
meeiing caters for young people who have not yet found
Christ. As well as the spiritual activity, there is also the
social side, such as sewing for missionaries.” Pastor H. W.
Greenway spoke on “ Methods and Means that have
proved successful in bringing teenagers to our churches.”
He stressed the need for evangelistic campaigns, personal
effort and bright singing, and gave a rousing challenge to
delegates to further efiort.

Pastor J. Hywel Davies, the National Youth Secretary,
was asked to address the Conference on “ How can we
increase our Crusader Work, and what proposals have the
Committee for the new Youth Magazine.” We were all
preatly interested to have the proposals pin pointed—a
planned prograrnme, * Fishing,” * Crusaders to attend other
meetings,” and the appeal of an ‘At Home" werc all
stressed. Many heard for the first time, with real pleasure,
that the new Youth Magazine will soon be available.
Called the “E.Y.M.”, it will have sixteen pages, many
helpful features, and possibly a page with *Tips for
Teachers.”

Pastor D. B. Gray, speaking on “The future policy of
the SuNDAY ScHooL HaNDBooK and the future of Sunshine
Corner and Cadets,” told us that the present improvement
in the Handbook is only a beginning, future issues will
include the changed format, enlargement to thirty-six
pages and a two-coloured cover, at the same price as at
present. The introduction of the Junior Crusader branches
will not affect the work of Cadets and Sunshine Corner,
these departments will continue to flourish.

Pastor L. C. Quest addressed the pathering on “ How
should a Sunday School Teacher divide up the time allotted
for the class to the best advantage.” The helpful advice
was warmly received and noted by the teachers present.

Pastor Brewster then called upon Pastor John Dyke
(Vice-President), who was passing through Cardiff to
Llanelly, to g've a word of advice to Youth workers.
Pastor Dyke urged all Youih workers to he filled with
the Holy Spirit. Then followed a short discussion, but
time was against us, and the Conference transferred itself
from the Philharmonic Hotel to Cardiff City Temple for
a greal Presbytery Rally. (Extracts from these addresses
will be published later.)

THE CARDIFF RALLY

Hundreds of people singing * He holds my hand,” and
* 8end us the Rain, Lord ™ marked the commencernent of
what proved to be an outstanding service. Pastor P. S.
Brewster, the local minister, opened the meeting with a
hymn, Pastor Dyke leading in prayer, after which Pastor
H. W. Greenway took over the reins and, under his capable
direction, the Lord’s blessing was manifest. The first
speaker, Pastor L. C. Quest, spoke on “The Problem
Child,” and he reminded us * You cannot storm the castle
of a child’s life.” Next a chorus “ Christ is the answer,”
followed quickly by a delightful duet from Pastor W.
Liewellyn Bell and his daughter Jean, “ Beloved, now are
we the Sons of God." One felt that the mantle of the
parent had come to rest on the child. The convener read
a few verses from Psalm 119, * Thy Werd is a lamp unto
my feet . . .” Now followed the Quiz, and, for twenty
minutes the congregation enjoyed the opportunity of
bringing problems to the panel of Youth Advisors. “Youth
and National Service,” “Youth and Workmates,” “Teacher
and Class,” “Junior Crusader Activities,” and “The Pope™
all came up as topics of interest. Pastor D. B. Gray then
held us cnthralled during a short discourse on Elim’s prison
ministry, What a great work Pastor Gray has done under
God, 780 prison services in twenty-one years, and some-
times as many as a thousand in the prison audience, whalt
a great opportunity ! The writer agreed heartily with the
comment of Pastor Greenway, ©* Not enough people know
about the prison ministry,” and as we sang “Love lifted
me,” it was not without due regard to the fact that we,
too, might have been behind prison bars were it not for
Christ’s lifting love. The last speaker, the National Youth
Secretary, Pastor J. H. Davies, challenged us in his first
remark. " Let us be decisive in our living” With the
Scripture before him, he expounded, “ If the Lord be God,
follow Him.” The meeting concluded when a number

"stood for the comsecration as we sang together, “Lay

your life on the altar for God.”

The Swansea Rally

Very few writers can convey a sense of atmosphere by
the printed word, and I am not of the few, but I wish that
you had been privileged, as I was, to be present in the great
Youth Rally held in Swansea. The cburch was crowded
when Pastor Arthur Gorton rose to open the service and
to introduce the Committee which prays and plans for the
advance of Elim Youth in Britain. Very quickly the service
was placed in the capable hands of Pastor Tom Walker
who under Holy Ghost anointing led the meeting into bless-
ing. We shall not soon forget the five minute talks from
Pastor H. W. Greenway, who spoke of the earliest Crusader
branch but with an emphasis on present-day needs. JPastor
D. B. Gray, bringing us a thrilling account of the Pente-
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costal witness in Scandinavia and appealing for much more
musical activity among Elim’s youth, and then Pastor L. C.
Quest, telling us of his endeavours to win a young man
to Christ and how ultimately he had the joy of leading this
soul to Christ as they stood together onm the sieps of
Harringay Arena, after a Billy Graham meeting A two-
minute testimony packed with punches from Pastor
Brewster, the area chairman, then the short but stirring
address from the National Youth Secretary, Pastor J. Hywel
Davies. One could feel that his words were penetrating and
effective, backed home by God’s Holy Spirit to produce
fruit in many reconsecrated lives. The Quiz time gave an
opportunity to Youth workers to bring their problems to
the Committee who, forming a Panel, were quick to
respond with helpful and positive answers. Throughout
the whole meeting one could feel the hand of God in
blessing, a blessing which made us go away determined to
do our utmost to work and witness for the Lord.

The Tonypandy Rally

What do you do on Friday evenings? It is the odd
night for odd jobs in many homes and one does not
usually think of it as an ideal night for big meetings. But
it was a Friday night when we gathered, a great conge-
gation, in the Elim Temple, Trelaw, Rhondda Valley. I
admired the faith of the pastor, Pastor R. G. Smith, in
launching out to make this Friday such a joyous occasion,
Qur National Youth Secretary, Pastor J. Hywel Davies,
demanded the very best singing and got it, his enthusiasm
was infeetious, we all felt the glow of his fire and zeal and
responded appropriately. During the service, Pastor L.
C. Quest told us of the Christian Life being packed with
1,000 thrills and how he had the joy of leading one deaf
person and another dumb, to Christ. Pastor P. S. Brewster
prayed that the meeting would result in many recon-
secrated lives in the Rhondda and one felt that the prayer
was being answered as Pastor D. B. Gray told us of the
impressive work done by Elim since the first prison
ministry away back in 1933, “Did we kpow,” he said,
“that in 1933, forty-five was the peak age of the criminal ;
today the peak age is 19 to 20?7 ™ He told us that he had
spent more than 80 days in total time of aciual prison
ministry during the past years. Pastor H. W. Greenway
{Field Supt.) energetic as ever, gave us a breezy testimony
in which he exhorted us to be aflame for God, and as he
spoke we felt he would like to blow the flame into a
blaze.

The prayer Jesus prayed that day was the most comprehensive
of all piayers. It took in all peoples and it allowed for all times.
In that brief period He envisaged us all. This is not surprising,
since He was on the way to the Cross where He was to die for
us all. He knew that the power of the Gospel He brought was
limitiess. and that despite the inroads of false teaching and apostasy,
and the betrayals of hypocrisy, it would gather in the lost of many
nations. For them also. The Gospel could not just stop with the
handful to whom He had ministered. There were us too.

MONDAY, April 12th. John xviii., 1-14.

* Where was a garden ™ (v. 1).

There is an old rhyme that tells us that one is nearer God’s heart
in a garden than anywhere else on earth. Far be it from me to
deny the effectiveness of Nature as the handmaid of the Lord. A
cloud of witnesses springs up all around us at this time of the
year, nodding their heads of gold, of b.ue, or scarlet, seeming to
vie with the 1ainbow itself. But there are garden-lovers who know
not God. The most hypocritical kiss in history was not given in
a waste, howling wilderness, but in a garden. It is not enough to
have a garden: we must have God.

*“ Peter stood with them ™ (v. 18).

I suppose we have all envied Peter's transfiguration experience.
But we do not envy him this one. Here he is standing. Elsewhere
he is depicted as sitting. He is not the good man of Psalm 1.
He is standing in the way of sinners and sitting in the seat of the
scornful. He is hiding, hiding with the alien hosts. His denial is
a matter of coursc. We must watch our steps lest they lead us to
wrong places, for as surely as Peter fell so will we if we are in-
cautious in the conducting of our affairs. When Peter mingled with
the crowd instead of remaining separate his fall began,

WEDNESDAY, April 14th. John xviii. 28-40.

“ What is truth ?” (v. 38).

The most profound question of all, and no one is blamed for
asking it. We should all be asking it. I hope you are asking it
and will go on asking, for you will not get it all in one great
moment. There will be the initial eye-opening (for some of us,
most of us, piobably, this has taken place), and then there will be
the progressive revelation. But it is to be hoped that our search
for truth is a biL more earnest than that of the man whose gquestion
we have quoted. For immediately he went out, his question un-
answered, It is the hungry and thirsty who are filled.

THURSDAY, April 15th. . John xix. 1-16.

* No king but Casar ™ (v. 15).

This is not a genuine choice. They would have welcomed Casar's
overthrow. But any subterfuge was legitimate to these wolves, who
were thirsting for blood—His blood. This is the third case of in-
sincerity we have considered in three days (I leave you to recapitu-
late). There is no knowing to what extent the human soul will go
in its bitterness. It will use any avenue, any diversion, any hypo-
crisy, to gain its own ends. And we believers are not immune.
We must watch lest a root of bitterness springs up within us for
if it does our every act will be a denial of our faith.

GOOD FRIDAY, April 16th. John xix. 17-30.

** Finished ™ (v. 30).

In the original language there is only one word—finished. As
we pause on this holy day let us think of the great accomplishment
of Calvary. It has two aspects—what it cost and what it achieved.
As to the first, Jesus was not prepared to withdraw, whatever the
suffering. He knew that before He could cry forth that word
* Finished " He must suffer untoid indignities. Now look at it
the other way. He did accomplish His purpose. It was not a vain
effort. Perhaps we can, within a little, share His sufferings today,
this Good Friday, and rejoice in His triumph.

SATURDAY, April 17th. John xix. 31-42.

“ A bone of Him shall not be broken ™ (v. 36).

In the Divine planning care is given as to detail. His blood is
to be shed, His body marred, yet the bones remain intact. We
might see here an interesting and helpful lesson. The bones are

the main structure of the human body. Now think of the Church

as His body. The bones are the doctrines on which the Church
is framed. And the Scripture cannot be broken. The bones of
Divine truth must all remain intact, or we shall have a deformed
and consequently a weakened Church. And if we add extra doc-
trines it is like adding extra bones.
