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Now, besides this, the Scriptures show that while
in some ¢ases there is no expressed prohibition upon
praying in respect of certain things we are to under-
stand that there iy an e¢mbargo upon such prayving.

Israel. recently delivered by God from Egyptian
captivity and now marching ¢# route to¢ Canaan, the
land of God's promise. were hungry.

Said the Lord to Moses: " Behold. T will rain
bread from heaven for you ™ (Exodus 16:4).

You would have thought, would you not, that the
recent superb display of His love and power toward
them would have caused Israel to realise that His
provision, namely manna, would not only be ade-
yuate for their needs. but also, seeing that they were
on the march, the best possible diet for them.

But no. They vearned for the savoury food to
which they had been accustomed in Egypt. Said
they: " But now . . . there is nothing al all. beside
this manna ™ (Numbers 11:6). And whar a concen-
tration of contempt there is in those words. This
manna!

Poor Moses, wbo so ofien was the whipping-hoyv
upon whom the people vented their displeasure over
the providences of God. pleaded with the Lorg to
give them the meat they craved for. He did. and the
results were disastrous. Even as they ate they were
smitten by a great plague and died. There at
Kibroth-hattaavah they buried the people who Justed
(v. 34,

Again and agam thev plunged themselves into

trouble simply becouse they would not give the Lord
credit for knowing best ; they refused to be content
with His leading or provision ; they demanded some-
thing more or something elise. ™ And He gave them
their request; but sent leanness into their soul ™
(Psalm 106: 13).

There are innumerable minor points of Christian
conduct for which we have no express ruling in
Scripture. doubtiess for the simple reason that the
Lord who created us did not make us all alike.
Therefore no hard and fast rules are laid down
which are applicable to each and every one. ™ Hast
thou faith? have it to thyself before God. Happy
is he that condemneth not himself in that thing which
he alloweth ™ (Romans 14:22). Tt is for us indi-
vidually to = find our own feet ™ spiritually.

But where the Divine will is clear and defined (as.
for example. the command to the believer to be
separate from the world ; that is to say, disassociated
from it in its self-seeking and God-rejection) we
should understand that any prayer that runs counter
to that expressed will is both prohibited and wrong.

By way of illustration: the Scriptures show that
the children or descendants of a widow are com-
manded of the Lord to shoulder the responsibitity of
the bereaved one (1 Timothy 5:4). Therefore, no
matter how seemingly reasonable the motive, to pray
10 be helped to shirk such a charge is to offer an
affront to the Lord. There is an unspoken ¢mbargo
upon such prayers.

tn the last partion the Lord displayed omniscicnce. now
He displays cmnipotence. Be created the compounds and
substances which distinguish the liquid wine from the liquid
water merely by Hix wish. Such is His power. This wonder{ul
miracle saved the sitvation, displayed [lis glory and formed
faith in the hearts of His disciples (v, 11). 1t certainly does
not teach that Chrislians may partzke of intoxicating drink.
Paul's argument in 1 Corinthians 8 : 13 is the conclusive
proof that Christians ought to abstain iotally from strong
drink. The golden rule of the Christian life is given in verse
5: “ Whatsoever he saith unto you. do it.”

Tuesday, Febrwary 7th. John 2 : 13-235.

This act of cleansing the temple was a tremendous act of
courage. Jerusalem was filled with people for the Passover
feasl. and our Lord could have been faced with ungry
crowds. Fle was onc apainst the crowd, yet He was infinitely
greater thon them all. 1t Js significanl that (his act was
repeated in the last week of His eavthly ministry. Thus by
a duplicated act does the Lord reveal the necessity of
keeping clean the temple of the Lord, ** which temple ye
are” (I Corinthians 3 : 17).

of burnan nature, is a great dogma of the Old Testament ™
(** Pulpit Commentary "j. Still there are many teachers of
theology who are ignorant of the necessity of the new birth.
But the born-again believer has more than theory—he has
a practical experience, and is able to say with the Lord
Jesus, ** We speak that we do know, and testify that we
have scen ™ (v. 110,

Thursday, Fehruary 9th. John 3 ; 14-24,

** As Moses lifted up the serpent . . . so must the Son af
man be lified up ™ {v. 14},

The purpose af the lifting up was that ¢ might be seen,
as with the brasen serpent, then that He might be believed in
as God’s remady fo. the venom infused by the bite of the
fiery serpent. which we call sin. Moses was commanded to
make a likeness of the very thing that caused havoc and
death among the lsraclites and to Jift it up. The look of
fajth was then sufficient to bring deliverance. Qur Lord was
made in the likeness of sinful flesh, becoming sin for us
although He knew no sin, and as such was crucified, From
that time those who fook to Him for salvation have found
that by faith they receive deliverance from their sin.

This portien is the swan song of the Baptist. Yet here is
no mournful lament on this account, but a song of fulfilled
joy (v. 29).

texi we have quoled above. Paul wrote ' To me to live is
Christ,” and again, " We preach not ourselves, but Christ
Jesus the Lord.” This is the secret of greatness and is the
dominant theme of the New Testament writers. Note also
whai Jesus and John say about unbelicf (vv. 18. 36). It
hrings present condemnation and abiding wrath. Avoid it
like the plague (Hebrews 3 1 12).
